International Bokhara Trumpeter Club

By-Laws & Constitution

Article I - Name


This association shall be known as the International Bokhara Trumpeter Club

Article II - Object


The object of this association shall be to advance and encourage the scientific culture of the Bokhara Trumpeter Pigeon, to promote a clearer understanding between breeder and judges as to the most desirable type, to promote goodwill and friendship between its members, to assist and advise the novice fancier.

Article III – Officers

The general business of the association shall be conducted by a President, a Vice-President, and Secretary-Treasure.  
Article IV – Elections


These officers shall be elected by general mail or e-mail vote of the membership, at the same time as the general vote is taken for choosing the place of the annual meet. Nominations of members for officers may be made at the annual meet or by letter or e-mail to the Secretary – Treasure within 30 days of the annual meet. These officers shall assume office January 1st, terms of office to be two years or until their successors qualify.

Article V – Directors

Directors will be appointed by the President, minimum 3, maximum 9. Directors will be appointed from each area around the world, which breeds and show Bokhara Trumpeters.

Article VI – Vacancies


Vacancies in office caused by resignation, death or otherwise shall be filled by appointment of the President, and to serve out the term.

Article VII – Membership


Any pigeon fancier of good character is welcome to become a member. 

Article VIII - Dues


The dues shall be $20.00 a year for internet fanciers and $25.00 a year for non-internet fanciers, payable on the first day of January for each year thereafter. Should a member fail to pay his/her dues by the last day of January, he/she shall not be eligible for special club prizes.  Members under 18 years of age are considered juniors. 

Article IX – Offering of Resolutions


Any member of the club may offer a resolution and may call upon the Secretary-Treasure to call for a vote upon same, provided, such resolution is seconded by at least two other members in good standing, this should be the privilege of any member at any time during the year.

Article X – Place of Annual Meet


The actual exhibition for the annual meet shall be decided by a general vote; the exhibition receiving the highest number of votes to be the place of the meet. Sectional meets will be determined by officers and directors of the club. 

Article XI – Selection of Judges


The judge officiating at the annual meet shall be chosen by a general vote. The person receiving the largest number of votes shall be elected and the Secretary-Treasure shall so notify the members. In the event the person chosen is unable to judge, the officers and director of that area where the meet is held shall arrange for a judge. The judge selected in either case must; and shall judge in line with the International Bokhara Trumpeter Club Standard.

Article XII – Bands


In order to compete for club prizes at the annual meet or any other meet sponsored by the club, birds must be banded with seamless bands of the proper size and year, issued by a recognized pigeon club.

Article XIII – Special Club Prizes


The officers shall determine the number and character of special club prizes to be offered at the annual meets. Donations will be accepted, the giver chooses the prize to be awarded.

Article XIV – Business Meeting


At the annual meet a business meeting shall be held at which the President, when available, shall preside, or in his absence, the Vice-President, or in the absence of both, one member shall be chosen by majority vote.  . 

Article XV – Order of Business

Article XVI – Quorum

Five active members shall constitute a quorum at the annual meet, but no measure

shall be passed which conflicts with these rules and regulations.

Article XVII – Duties of the President


The President shall preside over all meetings, appoint all committees and shall represent the association on all proper events.

Article XVIII – Duties of the Vice-President


The Vice-President shall in the absence of the President, assume all duties of the President.

Article XIX – Duties of the Secretary – Treasure


It shall be the Secretary – Treasure’s duties to keep a careful account of all money paid out and received; and look after the general welfare of the association, he shall also issue each year to members a copy of these rules and regulations and the Standard of the International Bokhara Trumpeter Club, upon which sheet shall be print or post the names of the officers and member for the current year.  

Article XX – Duties of the Directors 


The Directors of the areas where they are appointed will help the officers of the club, with running of shows, publicity and any other duties that the President shall appoint.   

Article XXI – Classification


Classes will be provided for old cocks, old hens, young cock and young hens in each standard color, that in the discretion of the Secretary – Treasure of this association, small classes may be combined for competition. All show associations shall be requested to observe these classifications at our meets. In addition to the rules stated, the following provisions are prescribed for the purpose of classifying Bokhara Trumpeter’s at our meets:


OLD BIRDS:  Birds wearing seamless bands of a year prior to the current year for which the meet is held.

YOUNG BIRDS:  Birds entered in the young bird classes must wear a seamless 

band of the proper size and issued by a reputable banding society for the use during the year for which the meet is held. No birds may wear more than one band of any type while in competition. Birds entered wearing more than one band shall be passed by the judge.

Article XXII – Expulsion


Any member of the club detected in any dishonorable dealing or transaction, shall be expelled by a majority vote of the active members.
